The RMT Union has announced today that it is suspending the 24 hour strike that was due to start at noon on 21 July and the 48 hour strike that was due to start at noon on 27 July. Therefore normal services will operate and our train walks on 22 and 29 July should not be affected.

18 July 2006

The Rail Maritime and Transport Union (RMT) has announced new dates for strike action by signallers and operational staff employed by Network Rail. The first 24-hour stoppage will take place from noon on Friday 21 July, until noon on Saturday 22 July. The second stoppage for 48 hours will take place from noon on Thursday 27 July until noon on Saturday 29 July.

If this industrial action goes ahead, this could affect our train walks on Saturday 22 and 29 July, but these walks will still go ahead as planned. However, you will need to make sure you can reach Skipton in time for the advertised start of the walks (see below). If a bus replacement service is operating to Skipton, you may need to allow additional time to reach Skipton. The start time of the walks cannot be delayed, due to the onward bus connections. 

SATURDAY 22 JULY - Rylstone to Grassington. This walk will start from Skipton Rail Station by catching the 72 bus at 1000 to Rylstone.

SATURDAY 29 JULY - Blubberhouses to Bolton Abbey. This walk will start from Skipton Rail Station at 0910 (or shortly after the arrival of the 0825 Leeds to Skipton train, if it is running and on time). We will then be catching the X59 bus at 0930 from Skipton Bus Station to Blubberhouses.

New Rail+Bus Tickets in Wharfedale
New tickets allowing through travel by train and bus into Wharfedale were launched on 2nd January 2006. 

The new “Ilkley DalesBus” and “Skipton DalesBus” tickets allow a day return by train to Ilkley or Skipton, then unlimited travel on the Wharfedale area buses, as far north as Buckden. The tickets cost just £3.00 on top of the Cheap Day Return fare to your chosen station. 

The new tickets have been masterminded by Northern Rail and North Yorkshire County Council, with assistance from the Yorkshire Dales National Park Authority, and are one of the first initiatives to come out of the Yorkshire Dales Sustainable Travel Partnership. 

The tickets are available to either Ilkley or Skipton Rail Stations from Leeds, Bradford Forster Square and all stations on the Airedale and Wharfedale lines. An added bonus is that the tickets are available anytime. (Cheap Day Return tickets are usually only available after 9.30am on Mondays to Fridays, although there’s no time restriction at weekends.)

The tickets are valid on Pride of the Dales bus services 72 and 72R between Skipton, Grassington and Hebden, and service 74 between Ilkley, Grassington and Buckden, on Keighley & District service 67A between Skipton and Grassington and on Reliance Motor Services/ Arriva Yorkshire services 800 and 805 between Ilkley, Grassington and Buckden. One slight limitation is that the Skipton and Ilkley versions of the ticket aren’t interchangeable, so you need to return home from the same station.

Example Fares: 

Ilkley DalesBus Ticket from Bradford: £5.30 

Ilkley DalesBus Ticket from Leeds: £6.00 

Skipton DalesBus Ticket from Leeds: £9.35 

Note that the DalesBus tickets can only be combined with Cheap Day Return fares, not any other type of ticket. A half-price child version of the ticket is available, but the tickets cannot be combined with concessionary fares for MetroPermit holders.
