22 October 2008 - Winter Travel Offer for Metrocard Holders 

From Monday 3rd November 2008 to Saturday 14th February 2009 inclusive, anyone with a West Yorkshire MetroCard (excluding School Plus MetroCard holders) or a Metro English National Concessionary Pass is entitled to a special offer day return rail ticket on the Settle-Carlisle and Morecambe lines costing £8. People with 'bus only' MetroCards can enjoy the special offer too. The offer applies from Leeds, Bradford Forster Square or any intermediate Metro station on the Airedale Line. 

Before starting their journey people taking advantage of the offer should purchase their special offer ticket from the ticket office, where they will be asked to show their valid MetroCard or Metro English National Concessionary Permit. Tickets can be bought in advance or from the conductor when boarding at unstaffed stations. 

MetroCard holders may travel on any day, but Metro English National Concessionary Permit holders may travel on Mondays to Fridays only.

2 October 2008 - Dales Railcard - A Great Offer! 

Northern Rail have announced that a £6.00 flat fare offer will be available to Dales Railcard holders and Friends Gold Card holders from Monday, 6 October 2008 until Saturday, 7 February 2009. 

A new, additional benefit will be available during the first four weeks of the offer. Take a friend for the same fare. From 6 October until 2 November 2008, Dales Railcard holders can be accompanied by another adult at the flat fare rate of £6.00 each.

The offer is for a day return ticket valid on the Settle-Carlisle line including Brampton and Wetheral on the Tyne Valley line and on the Leeds-Morecambe line. The normal Dales Railcard area of travel will apply. Up to four children can accompany Dales Railcard holders for a flat fare of £3.00 each. There are no restrictions relating to time of travel and the offer is available during the Christmas-New Year period.

The flat fare ticket can be purchased from staffed stations on the day of travel or in advance. When booking offices are closed or if you are boarding the train at an unstaffed station, you should purchase your ticket from the conductor on the train.

No further discount for children, concessionaries or railcards is permitted with the offer and it cannot be used in conjunction with any other promotion.

Walkers joining our Appletreewick to Barden Bridge (Wharfedale Line) train walk on this date may save money on the bus fare by purchasing a combined bus/rail Ilkley Dalesbus ticket (details below). 

Ilkley DalesBus and Skipton DalesBus tickets allow a day return by train to Ilkley or Skipton, then unlimited travel on the Wharfedale area buses, as far north as Buckden. The tickets cost just £3.00 on top of the Cheap Day Return fare to your chosen station.

The tickets are available to either Ilkley or Skipton Rail Stations from Leeds, Bradford Forster Square and all stations on the Airedale and Wharfedale lines. An added bonus is that the tickets are available anytime. (Cheap Day Return tickets are usually only available after 9.30am on Mondays to Fridays, although there’s no time restriction at weekends.)

The tickets are valid on Pride of the Dales weekday bus services 72 and 72R between Skipton, Grassington and Hebden, and weekday bus service 74 between Ilkley, Grassington and Buckden, on Keighley & District Sunday bus service 66A between Skipton and Grassington, on Sunday Dalesbus service 874 between Ilkley, Grassington and Buckden and on Cravenlink Sunday bus services 784 and 884 between Ilkley and Skipton. One slight limitation is that the Skipton and Ilkley versions of the ticket aren’t interchangeable, so you need to return home from the same station.

Example Fares: 

- Ilkley DalesBus Ticket from Bradford: £5.80 

- Ilkley DalesBus Ticket from Leeds: £6.60 

- Skipton DalesBus Ticket from Leeds: £10.00 

Note that the DalesBus tickets can only be combined with Cheap Day Return fares, not any other type of ticket. A half-price child version of the ticket is available, but the tickets cannot be combined with concessionary fares for MetroPermit holders

Train Walk from Huddersfield Line on Saturday 21 June - 15 miles strenuous 

This walk will start at Holmbridge and walk via Ramsden Clough & Winscar reservoir to Penistone. It is a good walk with plenty of variety. It includes scrambling up the Clough and yomping over the moor tops, but then finishes with field walking, but still with good views. 

To reach the start we will catch the 316 bus at 0915 to Holmbridge via Holmfirth from Stand W at Huddersfield Bus Station. This is a 35 minute journey and will cost those without a pass £2. The bus station is a 5 minute walk from Huddersfield Railway station (leave the station, turn right and follow the signs). 

There are many trains that reach Huddersfield in time for the bus. For people coming from Leeds there is the 0840 Manchester train which arrives at 0858; although for those wishing to play safe there is the 0825 Airport train that also stops at Dewsbury (0837). For people coming from Wakefield there is the 0835 from Kirkgate (or 0829 from Westgate) that arrives in Huddersfield at 0904 (although this is cutting it fine!!). 

From Holmbridge we carry out the walk and finish in Penistone centre where refreshments can be found. From Penistone we can catch the train directly back to Huddersfield from where there are many connections. Alternatively there are trains to Sheffield, calling at Barnsley for connections to Wakefield.

Weather permitting it should be a good day.
