We start from Reighton and cross the fields to Speeton where there should be a few minutes to examine the ancient church of St. Leonards. Then, down to the cliffs. Keeping the sea on our left we head towards Flamborough. Bempton Cliffs give the ornithologists a chance to indulge themselves as well as the first toilet stop. Crossing Danes’ Dyke for the first time, we proceed to North Landing which has a pub and another toilet, as does Flamborough Head. The final stretch along the southern headland provides the steepest ups and downs before reaching Danes’ Dyke to turn and finish in Flamborough.

C WALK                           EASY                     CIRCULAR                         7.5 MILES

From Flamborough across fields, through a camp site to a cliff top and onto North Landing. Pretty inlet, with caves and lifeboat, then cliff cliff top walking with hundreds of birds, “screaming”, nesting in the cliffs. We reach the lighthouse at Flamborough Head and continue along cliff paths, across two ravines and then reach South Landing. A steep climb and around Beacon Hill, we then head towards Flamborough and pass the pretty church. (An optional extra, dependant on weather and “if the flesh is willing”, would be to continue the cliff path as far as Danes’ Dyke, before turning back to Flamborough).
