Note from the leader: 

If anyone wants a shorter walk it is possible to join the group at Ingleton by catching the 581 service bus from Settle market place at 11:30. The first "other line" train walk for 2009 will take place on Saturday 16 May and is a strenuous walk from Penistone to Malinbridge, using the Huddersfield and Penistone lines. Additional information from the walk leader about travel options to/from this walk is given below: 

This walk starts at Penistone Station (where there is car parking) at 09.45 after the arrival of the 09.13 train from Huddersfield. To connect with this service, please take the 08.40 train from Leeds (Manchester Piccadilly service) or the 08.25 train (Manchester Airport service), both of which should give ample connection time at Huddersfield. Please note the 08.25 train calls additionally at Dewsbury, but the 08.40 does not. From Leeds get a day return to Sheffield, (£8.80 full fare). 

The walk finishes at Malinbridge tram terminus where we catch a tram (every ten minutes) direct to Sheffield station (£1.70 for those without a national bus pass). From Sheffield there are two reasonable trains per hour back to Leeds – at 21 minutes past (XCountry takes approx 40 min.) and at 51 minutes past (Northern, via Barnsley takes just under an hour). There is also an hourly service (at 36 minutes past) back to Penistone and Huddersfield.
