We start with a look at the waterfall and proceed in a northerly direction to see the ruins of the Knights Templars?, continuing to Penhill and over Melmerby Moor to Carlton. Then over Harland Hill and down to West Burton, finishing at the riverside. A wonderful walk with scenic views (weather permitting) and about 2,500 feet of climbing.

This walk commences at the head of Bishopdale before the drop down into Wharfedale. This is at a height of 419m which reduces the amount of climbing involved during the day. We proceed across Stake Allotments to Carpley Green, skirt Addleborough to Thornton Rust and turn across Aysgarth Moor to West Burton via Thoralby.

Although surrounded by hills we manage to negotiate any by slight inclines. Starting with coffee at the Fox and Hounds, we have a look at the waterfall before passing through woodland and along field paths (very soggy on recce) to join the riverside path giving, good views of the Lower and Middle Aysgarth Falls, with maybe time to have a look at the more spectacular Upper Falls. After passing through Aysgarth village, a gentle climb before descending to Thoralby and back to the delights of the Fox and Hounds.
